Creden-
tials filed in the Placement Service are not to be confused with academic trans-
cripts, which may be obtained only from the dean or registrar of the institutions
at which the candidate has been a student.

Credentials are sent without charge to employing administrators who have
reported vacancies to the Placement Service, after the candidate has been noti-
fied of the vacancy by the Placement Service and has indicated his interest in
applying. In addition, credentials will be sent without charge at the personal
request of a faculty member of the University of Pennsylvania. If the candidate
applies for an appointment independently of the Placement Service, credentials
will be sent only at the request of the employing administrator. A fee of $1.00
is charged to the candidate for each folder of credentials sent upon request.
Credentials will not be sent to commercial agencies, or to public employment
agencies.

After credentials, including supporting recommendations, are filed, candi-
dates will receive information about those vacancies reported to the Placement
Service for which their academic, professional, and personal qualifications and
stated interests fit them.
