A remarkable Hawaiian genus closely related to Gossypium from
which it differs in having free rather than connate stigmas, a 2n
chromosome number of 24 instead of 26 or 52, very different pollen, and
other features. Probably arising in the Old World from an ancestor
common to Gossypium and Gossypioides (2n=24), this genus became
stabilized on the dry, lee side of the Line Islands west of Kauai before
these were eroded (o near sea level and lost all but a fragment of their
vegetation. These islands probably served as stepping stones for the
genus so that four different species persisted, one on each major island,
except perhaps Maui, until the coming of Capt. Cook. At the time of
writing, one is extinct entirely, one is extinct in the wild state, and the
remaining two are on the verge of extinction.

But I am none the less grateful to him anyw&yﬁ He sent me the
proof of my artiele on African compositae appearing this very month in
an English journal. He had undertaken entirely as a friendly gesture
to me to find a publisher for me there and to see the text through
its final stages into print fér me. It appears that he was very deeply
touched on reading my 1955 article in the Museum Bulletin on "TO
WHOM THANKS ARE DUE" and seeing how tremendously Dr. Stapf and his
(Dr, Taylor's) own predecessor of former years, Sir David Prain, had
assisted me in the earlier stages of my work on Bidens.
As I said above, I returned from Chicago on the 12th
of January. I happen to recall that Mrs., Sherff pointed out to me
a postseript of yours on the outside of your mailing envelope, asking
about the matter of publishing a key for Bidens in your Flora,
Personally I feel I heave no copyright or other claim
to my previous keys in the genus.

I have been hoping that you escaped damage to your property from the high seas.
I did n w Bryan's article about your new cemtury that you had so m
m‘u.c‘:}'llcr%ﬂt ew one is on the market I will get one as I find your
Flora a for N. L. He
Both forms of Hibiscus brackenridgii are flowering now at N. L. H. though
so far there has been few flowers and I have never yet seen one fully open. Hector
took one offf and a neighbour who was with us took c&b home and put it in water
and photographed it and I have it in drying sheets. That was off the tree like form.
Both have about a dozen upright branches with buds crowded on about six inches of
the end so before long they ought to make a show though few have opened. The flower
of the tree form is like the picture of the West Mani specimen that you sent me some
time ago but the other has more color in the center.
I will try and let you know when would be a good time to come and get good
specimens for your study. We hope later to get good photographs of them. The other
lowgrowing prostrate form has recently been rediscovered on Lanai and we hope to
get a good supply of seed for the kula portion of N. L. H. .
I am preparing a part of N. L. H. to be reserved for the low shrubs grasses
#fd small plants and fine creepers. This year is a kakonakona grass year when it is
in masses as it was four years ago. The poppy is also showing and I think next year
will be its turn on the kula at least I hope to sow the seed for its next term.
The cycles on which they flourish is gquite a study. The broadcasting of wiliwili
seed among kiawe and koahaole has shown wonderful results and it would seem that
by broadcasting Diamond Head could be well covered with it where trees are now gae
growing. The open slopes are, however not yet ready ¥for tree growth. Some of the
Erythrine trees are getting quite a size. Their leaves are beginming to turn yellow
with the dry spell but we hope to see rain before the end of this month to give
them a fresh start. The Canavalia bean is a puzzle, one plant in flourishing
condition uwp in the top of a kiawe tree, in full leaf through the dry season when
the heavy November rain came it shed all its leaves and has been bare since. We
hope to see it revive and sprout again. I think it is the white flowered form.
The purple flowered form (I think it is) grew all through the dry months and kept ‘
on growing after the rains and are still flowrishing., I am amcious to see the three
forms flower, One I think the white flowered form seeded a couple of years ago but ‘
I did not see it till the bean was nearly matured. I planted the seeds as soon as |
ripe and they grew and were green through the dry months but when the rains came
they died, Theyhad been given some water and that may have something to do with it,
But as we can get seeds of the three forms from Lanai I hope we can work out on all
the moods of the species.

There is something mysterious about the water conditions at N. L. H. I am sure

that after heavy rains there is a seepage ih a crack or bebus s of rock near
the crown of the ridge. There is a large kiawe tree and mﬁ‘.L wili planted in
1950 grew and others in the same place grew from broadcasted seed. Inbther places

all wiliwilis died that germinated on the tops of fthe ridges and wildwidis dethot
survive on the ridge tops.

If you cammot come while the hibiscus are flowering I will do my best to get
you good specimens and photos, but I hope you can come before the wiliwilis shed
their foliage,

With best wishes and good hopes that you made a better escape this time from

Thank you for your letter of March 20 and your remarks about my publica-
tions. I am sorry if I did not allow you all the credit that was due for

your many collections of bryophytes.

I have seen very few liver:::/ collections which you might have mailed
to Bartram; he turned some of t over to me rather recently and I hope
that soon we ean get out some identifications on them., My present academic
duties have slowed my work on Hawaiian bryos considerably but we continue
to work whenever and whereever possible,

I shall be very interested in seeing mosses,Kaena Point region,after
the rains because these will represent forms which lay dormant as spores
for many years before a new plant is formed. To date, no such mosses are
reported from the Hawaiian islands although I have one species of this type
from the U.H. campus. This is the type of area where Riccia might be found
as it has indeed been recently discovered on the lower dry slopes of Haleaknla.

I was interested to hear that your NSF is already used up. Have you
tried for an extension of your program? I understand indirectly from one
of the program directors that there has been a considerable degree of suc-
cess for those who have applied for extensions and renewals, Perhaps you
can be one of the lucky ones.

You said that you were interested in the origin of the Hawailan hepatics.
As I see it, there have been about 7 separate eras of @enigration of hepatics
to the islands; most of these are from the Indo-Malayan area. There is a
moderately recent small immigration from the tropical Americas and a rather
recent migration of temperate Pacific-Asian and Alaskan stock, I do not
want to be quotedon this at the moment. As to final data from which these
figures are derived=they are subject to a certain amount of taxonomic re-
vision.

I was glad to hear that you survived the tidal wave without serious
damage. I can imagine that you would have had quite a job if you had not
been able to move things to the second floor. I am always glad to hear
from you and to learn of the progress on the flora. Perhaps with two of you
working together we may yet see fructification of your dreams,

Dear Dr, Degener:

I was about to ring you on the 12th, Inst but as usual postponed it and om 1lith
and 15 we had the best rain of the season at N. L. H. . So everything is recovering.
The tree form of H. brackenridgii is still flowering though we lost some seed with
the dry weather. 1 am pretty sure that BAfJ ff#f the two plants we have are of the
same form only one was grown from a cutting and changed somewhat in appearance.

The moon flower is still flowering but not sebting seed as welll as I had hoped.
Kakona grass has dried up but puakala is still flowering, It has a flower every
time I go up which promises well for its attractiveness when we gat a mass of to
succeed the kakonakona., There are three plants of the Canavalia galeata bean I
think of the purple flowered variety. The white flowered form has not yet sprouted
though the stem seems still green. Doryopteris decora plants were all dry before
the rain but are beautiful now. Wiliwilis have started a néw growth, some have all
the old leaves yet.

The flower I sent you last or picture I should say did not show as much color
as the real flower and the dried flower enclosed developed much more in the drying.
In fact it is the same flower, I forgot I had it when I wrote. The leaf and remmant
of flower is from the moonflower.

I intend to got to N. L. He on Wednesday and Saturday this week and could accompany
you on any of the other days. Afternoon would be the best time to see the treeform
flowering.

Ofcaurseitmg}'beﬁ'omanoriginal
plant of the locality like the poppy that came up 3 years ago and this year.
I had planted lots of/seed’but/if a different place mostly on the hard ground
of the open spaces where it has not ¥yet shown up. I expect to get quite a lot
of seed this year to sow on the kula section where it will be given the light it needs
it needs to germinate. Of course we have no idea how long it will take to
 germnate.

Sorry you have not been able to meke kt to N. L. H. , The best time to
have seen it was in the early part of February. The tree form of Hibiscus
brackenridgii has still lots of buds in all stages and will likely be flowering
for quite a while but we are never sure, things change so quickly.

I am a little scared about the amount of Weed=B ~one we have to use on
the koahaole trees but will minimise it as much as posgible and watch the
laborer that I have useing it. Hector works his half himself but I have to
give it up anddo little but lookfaround and keep track og things.

¥ay 5. I was up on the ¥ Lth. and one puapala plant had 6 flowers and the other 4
so I hope to get plenty of seed for the kula. I gathered a lot of seed in 1954 and
spread it on the open rocly ridge but none has shown up yet. The two plants were
I am sure from seed originally in the ground which germinated when the ground

was disturbed in maldng trails, The kakonakona flourished also in the wet season
of 1953-54. So both seem to have a four year cycle or is it that a certain

They own d

jeeps and travel over the country. My correspondents there are Jack Larsen and Werner

Hobdy both sons of Doctors here in Honolulu. I am sure that you will have a good and

profitable time if you accept their invitation. Be sure to give me timely notice if

ydu go as I can post you on where to get lots of good things. The wet season is of

course the best time to go for specimens on the open country. Now of course is an

excellent time for seeding plants but any time of the year is good. The manager Mr.

Aldrich is also interested and I am sure will give you every help. I can give you

letters to these people if you wish but you really would not need them. If they lmew

you were studying the plants they would be eager to help you, The Lanai people are

very plant concious at the present time.

I have now & very nice specimen of one of the beans for you. L have no record of
its planting or which variety the seed was frem. The plant came up-in late October or
early November. The seed leaves were large and on November 24 there was a leaf with
3 leaflets. On June 1 two flowers partly pink and partly white were out and each had
a flower bud on each side of it. On June 4 two flowers were out on one stem and a
flower and a bud which was apparently not devaloping',in one cluster. I took the
latter for a specimen for you and it is drying nicely. On june 9 another cluster of
three buds had developed. Another vine that had lived all through last dry season
developed a flower bud some time ago but as I was unable to vimit it for a longer
period than usual I did not see it open and do not see any bean developing. I think
it is probably the purple form.If you go to Lanai I can direct you to where each of
the three flower forms can be found. Several plants came up this season yhmon which
I am keeping a close watch.

I am inberested in your wiliwilis. The leaves are dropping from ours but there
are still young leaves on some from the rain of 15th April. There has been practically
no rain there since that and things were beginning to dry up awhile back but are not
at 21l bad yet. The Hibiscus has still some buds but is beginning to look like the
dry season. Things are not at all so bad as they might be. There is little data on the
water seepage this year. It,the hibiscus, the beans and the ponpy are interesting
studies. I would like a few more years with them,

It would
be best, I think, to let the m terial dry first then add a small amount of
formalin to stink up the can. It has a tendency to turn the material black
when applied in large doses.

If you wenld like a checklist kind of thinz for a little paper on the
flora, I can supply it very readily for the mosses. Several groups of the
hepatics still need to be worked up eritically and there is considerable
confusion over these things, I sti)l look forward to getting cut the
Manual of Hawaiian Liverworts before oo much time passes, My very heavy
teaching schedule holds me down 2 pgreat deal so I am looking for a place whera
there is more opvortunity for reseabch so I can finish up these loose ends
more quickly. Illustrations, as you know,ars time-consuming but mst be
ineluded in anything like a définitive work.

It is always nice to hear from you directly and indireetly. I enjoyed your
article in the Asa CGray Bulletin and seeing the picture of you and Isa.

The list of species may be of some help,
I found it easier just to dash these off rather than segregate out just what T thought
would be useful to you leaving it to you to do that.

In the trip over Lanaihale we start from Lanai City andI mention the nlants of
interest as we go along.If I find more notes ( I have cpoies of what I am sending)

Dear Dr. Degener:

The delay in sending the Carexiloan was much longer than I had
anticipated. I was unable to do anything on them during the summer; how-
ever I got back to them again after the fall classes were underway. When
I received your letter last Saturday I had them all packed up, labels
typed on my desk ready to be attached to the boxes. There was no mail
here yesterday (Monday) on account of the holiday, but they will be in
the mail yet this morning.

There are four boxes. The labels are numbered 1.2.3.and 4. Boxes
1 and 2 contain the larger sets, but I have mislaid the paper on which I
had written which species they contain. Box 3 contains C. montis-eeka
and C, alligata. Box 4 contains C. macloviana var. subfusca, C. alligata
var. degenerl, C. svenonis, C. wahuensis, O. whauensis var. rubiginosa,
C. meyenii, C. pluvia var. kooleuensis, and C. kaualensis. The C.
wahuensis in this box are only a few specimens---the great majority of
this species is in either box 1 or 2.

There were also a number of drawings in various stages of com-
pleteness here with the specimens. I am sending them all to you. Dis-
card whatever you cannot use. They are in one of the boxes---I think
they are in box 4.

I still have several bundles of Gahnéa. I will try to get to them
as soonas possible. I do not think they will take very long.

As regards the questions on Eleocharis,-I.checked the cards in 'Indexs
Nominum Genericorum' being issued by the International Bureau g@0r Plant
Tanonomy snd Nomenclature, but unfortunately the card for Eleocharis has
not appeared as yet. Tey indicate the type species on the cards. I was
interested also to see what they would do with the spelling. I have al-
ways used Eleocharis without the 'H', Frére Marie-Victorin in his "Flore
Laurentienne’ uses Eleocharis, as do the other American authors, but has
added the note, "La graphie Heleocharis, parfois employee, est plue cor-
recte du point de vue linguistique? It seems to me Eleocharis is more in
accordance with the rules.

I do not know how long it will take parcel post to reach Hawaii;
you would probably have a better idea than I as to the time required for
these boxed to Peach you. They are being sent November 12th,

Dear Otto:

When will I be able to teach yon that when you have a
bibliographic or nomenclatural question you had better give
it to me? It gets to me, eventually, anyhow. I now have
collected several 'etters of yours addressed to Lizzie and
to Dave, and I must do the work on them., I myself have been
dilatory, having only just finished another assignment which
had a November 15 deadline— it took me three weelks working
Saturdays and Sundays and doing little else, except for
keeping BRITTONIA and the MEMOIRS going, and readinz proof
on the Taxonomic Index and a few other such chores. Well . . .

Take the easiest first. Read Art. 73 of the current
Code (I wrote it). The original spelling must be retafined . . .
and Note L: The liberty of correcting a name must be used with
reserve, especlally if thk change affects . ., ., the first letter.
Brown wrote it Eleocharis, didn't he? Well, that settles it.
You ecan quote an article against a recomsendation. If you
want mere: the lack of the initial aspirate is not interpreted
as an orthographic error; this sound, hardly a letter at all,
varied from dialect to dialect in Greek as it still does in
English, Hades and Ades were interchangeable forms; compare
the varlous pronunciations of "herb." So stick to the original
spelling. This case, by the way, went through the committee
for spermatophyte’ as did the similar one of Elodea,

Svenson has just done Eleocharis in North Ameriean Flora.
He says the type is E. palustris R. % S. (Beirpus palustris L.)

The Ventenat reference gave a bit of trouble, since we
don't have Bull. Soc, Philomath, here and I haven't had time
to go down town for several weeks. Fortunately it was reprinted
in Usteri's Annalen, which we have. I trust it is an exact
reprint. In the description of Furcraea, the genus, and F.
gigantea, there is no mention of Dietrich; which, when you come
to think of it, is not strangze, since he wasn't born until 6 years
after this appeared! Here are his synonyms for F. glgantea:

— Aloe ameficana viridi, rigidlssimo & foetido folio, PIET,
dicta indigenis. Commel. H. Ams, 2. p. p. 55. t. 13.— Aloce ame-
ricana, radice tuberosa minor.

So the name Furcraea is original with Ventenat in 1793, as
is F. gigantea. The really nasty thing about it, of course, is
that i1t is a renaming of Agave foetida L. Amoen. Acad. 3:23 (1756).
So by Art. 6l (1) it must be rejected. The correct name would seem
to be F. foetida (L.) Dezener, unless some cne has already done this.
Yesy—T just checked back—Haworth made this combination in 1812,
in his Syn, Pl. Succ. p. 73. So you wont have to. Districh picked
up the name A. gigantea in his Syn. Plant. of 18lj0—putting it back
in Agave and making & wholly unnecessary combination. Drummond,
Ann. Rep. Mo. Bot. Gard. 1907:61 maintains F. gigantea, doubtless
sticking by the old Kew rule which was still respectable at that
time except in New Yorlk!

As for type locality, Curagfo seems to be about as near as
Fou can come.
